Course Description:  

This course focuses on the methodology of technology-enhanced instruction and the role of technology to support learning with understanding.  The course emphasis is on planning, designing, and assessing instructional experiences infused with technology in the middle and secondary environments.  Various effective teaching strategies will be emphasized.  

The following concepts will be addressed in this course:  technology integration, design and assessment of technology-enhanced student projects, impact of technology on student achievement, Wisconsin Information and Technology Literacy Standards, classroom management strategies, teaching with Internet resources, legal and ethical issues for multi-media projects in the digital age such as copyright compliance and prevention of plagiarism, and an introduction to adaptive technology.

Students will demonstrate competency in utilizing instructional technology resources, conducting educational resource searches via the web, planning for the implementation of model academic standards for their specific licensed areas, and practicing effective teaching strategies.

Viterbo University School of Education:

The Viterbo University Teacher Education Program has adopted a Teacher As Reflective Decision Maker Model and the Wisconsin Standards for Teacher Development and Licensure, also known as INTASC (Interstate New Teacher Assessment and Support Consortium) Standards.  Each course is designed to contribute to the development of one or more of the WI / INTASC Standards.

A focus of every professional education course is on the learning of the PK-12 pupil. Methodology:

This course is presented through lecture, small and large group discussions, and hands-on experiences with various technology tools and resources.  Reflective and critical thinking skills are developed through discussions and activities.

Assigned readings for this course will be Web based and text book, in order to review current trends in instructional technology.  The instructor will provide a web-based environment whereby students have easy access to assigned readings.
