Creating a Technology-Enhanced Lesson

Purpose - To gain experience creating an interactive technology enhanced lesson (teacher presentation) that uses Notebook software, a Smartboard and other content.

Procedure -
1. Brainstorm a lesson that could be used for one class period on one topic for a particular grade level. Think of how you can use a SmartBoard, NoteBook software, media content, text and web sites to teach your lesson in an interactive way.  You need to involve your students in the lesson.   

2.   Visit the SMARTboard lesson matrix and the Lesson activities from Smart Technologies to get some ideas about how to use the technology in your subject area and grade level.

3. Develop an interactive lesson that includes learning from at least four of the following media: images, text, links to web site(s), attached video file(s), attached sound file(s), and/or attached file(s) from another application (Word, Excel, PowerPoint, etc.).

4. Use the technology to make your lesson visually interesting and interactive.

    

    5.  Save your Notebook file to your flash drive and be prepared to share it in class, using a SMARTboard,. I will copy your Notebook file from your flash drive to mine for evaluation purposes. Project is due at our last meeting of the semester.
